All fonts in the print files should be converted to 
outlines so you don't have to send over the font files.

FONTS
Exact placement is not possible. Our T-shirts are 
cut and sewn and are best when designed with 
patterns and full bleed images. Text placement will 
not be precise. Making a seamless image in the 
front or back is impossible.

CREATE 2 new documents sized to Width: 28” x Height: 36”
Width: 20” x Height: 12 ”
• Make sure Raster effects are set to 150dpi or higher
• Make sure the color space is set to RGB
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PLACE raster grahics or create / copy & paste vector 
graphics within maximum graphic size area.
